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1. ROMANIAN ECONOMIC NEWS

1.1 GDP data for Q1 revised slightly up
Growing trend was supported by export, INS data says. Romania posts third biggest economic growth in the EU, according to Eurostat. The National Statistical Institute (INS) revised upwards by 0.2 to 0.7 per cent the Q1 economic growth compared to Q4 2012 and by 0.1 to 2.2 per cent on a year-on-year basis, according to INS data. In May, INS anticipated 0.5 per cent GDP growth compared to Q4 2012 and 2.1 per cent compared to Q1 2012. The Q1 GDP growth this year compared to last year was supported by all economic sectors, with the exception of agriculture, forestry and fisheries, which had a negative input (-0,3%). More important contributions came from the industry (+0.7%), with a weight of 28.8 per cent on the formation of the GDP and the volume of which was up 2.6 per cent, wholesale and retail commerce, motor-vehicle and motor-bike repairs, transport and storage, hotels and restaurants (+0.4%), with a weight of 12.7 per cent on GDP formation and the volume of activity of which grew by 3.2 per cent.
Important contribution were also made by professional, scientific and technical activities, administrative and support services (+0.4 per cent), with a smaller weight on the formation of the GDP (5.3 per cent), but with notable increase of the volume of activity (6.8 per cent).  From the point of view of the utilisation of the GDP, the growth was due to net export (with a contribution of 3 per cent), the consequence of the 3.9 per cent rise of the export of goods and services correlated with the reduction of the volume of the import of goods and services by 1.7 per cent. At the same time, according to a revised estimation published on Wednesday by the European Office for Statistics (Eurostat), Romania reported the third highest economic growth in the EU in Q1 this year compared to the previous quarter, while in the eurozone the gross domestic product suffered a decrease by 0.2 per cent, in the EU27 by 0.1 per cent. Thanks to a quarterly economic growth of 0.7 per cent, Romania occupies the third place in the EU, equal to Hungary, only second to Lithuania (1.3 per cent) and Latvia (1.2 per cent).

1.2Average net salary up 2.7 pc in April 

On a distinct note, an INS report says the average net salary in April 2013 was RON 1,661, RON 44 (2.7 per cent) more than in the previous month. The highest values of the average net income were registered in the financial brokerage field (RON 4,883) and the lowest in hotels and restaurants (RON 85).
According to INS, in April 2013, in most activities in the economic sector, the level of the average net salary was higher than the previous month following the offering of occasional premiums (including quarterly premiums, Easter or loyalty premiums), benefits in kind, sums from net profits, sums from other funds (including meal and gift vouchers), production target fulfilment or higher sales (according to contracts). The rise of the average net salary was also due to the lay-off of low income workers in certain economic activities. The most notable decrease of the average net salary was reported as follows: 38.2 per cent the manufacturing of tobacco goods, 13.7 per cent the manufacturing of pharmaceutical products. In the public sector thee was a slight fluctuation of the average net salary compared to the previous month: public administration (+0.1 per cent), health, and social work (-0.3 per cent), and education (-0.7 per cent).
Compared to April 2012, the average net salary in nominal terms grew by 7 per cent. The real salary income index compared to the same period last year was 101.6 per cent.

1.3 Investment in economy slightly up in Q1
The net investment in the national economy was up 0.5 per cent in Q1 2013 compared to the same period in 2012, amounting to RON 12,351 bn, according to the provisory data published by the National Statistical Institute (INS) yesterday (3.06). In Q1 2013, the increase of investment in the national economy was due to the rise of structure elements – equipment (including means of transport) by 15.3 per cent and other expenditure by 10.9 per cent. The new construction works structure element posted a decrease by 15.2 per cent.
Compared to Q1, 2012, in Q1 2013 there was a rise of the share held by equipment (including means of transport) in the total net investment by 7.1 per cent and in other expenditure by 1.0 per cent.
Another INS report shows that the prices of industrial production went down by 0.7 per cent in April compared to the previous month, mainly in the energy sector, but still keep the annual growth rate of 3 per cent coming from the evolution of fast moving consumer goods and energy products. Compared to March, the prices of industrial production decreased both on the local market (-0.4 per cent) and the foreign market (-1.4 per cent).
The prices of energy products were determinant for the monthly evolution of industrial production prices. Compared to the previous month, the prices of industrial production posted a decrease by 1.9 per cent in the energy industry, by 0.5 per cent in the capital goods industry, by 0.3 per cent in the intermediary goods industry and 0.1 per cent in the consumer goods industry.
On the other hand, Eurostat says industrial production prices dropped by 0.2 per cent both in the eurozone and in the European Union in April 2013 compared to April 2012. Romania, on the other hand, posted 4.9 per cent rise, which places it on the second place in the EU, after Estonia, where the prices of industrial production recorded 11.3 per cent growth, according to data published by the European Statistical Office (Eurostat).

1.4  99 medals won by Romania at International Wine Contest Bucharest

Between May 23-26, in Bucharest was held the International Wine Contest Bucharest 2013 (IWCB) where Romania has earned 99 medals at the current edition, of which 39 gold and 60 silver, out of a total number of 163 medals awarded by the organizers, announced on Tuesday the Ministry of Agriculture. Romania occupies the tenth position among global wine consumption and IWCB is becoming a competition in line with Romania’s significance in this field. For this contest, 43 Romanian producers and 13 importers sent samples to be judged by the international jury consisting of Gheorghe Arpentin, John U. Salvi M.W., Alicia Eckert, Stanimir Stoyanov, Adolfo Hornos, Monika Krupski, Homero Sodre, Ole Udsen, Helmut Gangl, Richard Pfister, Gerard Cazabat. A number of 163 medals were awarded, 64 Gold and 99 Silver Medals.

According to the organizers, in 2013, samples for evaluation were sent by producers in Romania, Italy, France, Portugal, Spain, Chile, South Africa, Republic of Moldova, Argentina, Australia, Austria, Azerbaijan, Montenegro, Lebanon, Hungary, USA / California, Bulgaria , New Zealand.

The International Wine Contest Bucharest is the most representative wine competition in Romania, carried out under the aegis of the International Organization of Vine and Wine and of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development.

1.5  The Romanian mobile marketing market set to reach EUR10mln by yearend

The mobile marketing market will approach the EUR 10 million mark, which will represent a 25 percent hike compared to last year, according to the estimations of the Mobile Marketing Association in Romania. The mobile internet usage rate in Romania stands at 46 percent, and growing. Nearly 60 percent of internet users in Romania use mobile devices for connecting daily to the internet where they spend on average 18 minutes.vHowever, in Western countries, the internet use is much higher, as it can reach even 80 percent.Even though SMS will represent more than three quarters of the marketing campaigns, mobile applications and advertising will see significant growth, given the fact that Romania has a lot of potential to grow in the smartphone adoption perspective.

There are approximately 5 million smartphones in use in Romania at the moment and sales are set to grow as the price of smartphones goes down.vMobile applications are also deemed to follow an upward trend. While 72 percent of Romanians still prefer to download free mobile apps, app downloads are constantly multiplying. “Smartphone applications will represent this year approximately 10 percent of the value of the mobile marketing, including this value also in the production costs and the costs with communicating for these applications,” said Dan Virtopeanu. Over the next period, the Mobile Marketing Association in Romania aims to mobile marketing representatives such as producers of mobile content, interactive advertising agencies, mobile telephony operators, developers of mobile applications, large clients, advertising associations and agencies specialized in mobile marketing,” said Maia Novolan and Dan Vîrtopeanu, founders of the association.

2. ENERGY
2.1 IMF: We encourage the Government to continue effort for     restructuring energy sector
The liberalisation of energy prices will improve available resources for investment at a national level, which, combined, will create more jobs, says Erik de Vrijer, the chief of the IMF mission for Romania, and John Ralyea, lead economist with the IMF team for Romania. ‘An important thing is that the reform will also generate a more equitable effect on Romanian society, since the restructuring of existing subsidies will release resources for the protection of vulnerable consumers. A realistic price setting will create incentives for energy producers so that they can invest and develop the local market’, they told Adevarul daily.
‘We commend the transparent roadmaps set by authorities, focussed on a gradual liberalisation of administered electricity and natural gas prices, including the finalisation of the deregulation of electricity prices for non-residential consumers by January 1, 2014 and for residential consumers by December 31, 2017. At the same time, natural gas prices for non-residential consumers will need to be liberalised by January 1, 2015 and for residential consumers by October 1, 2018. Meanwhile, we hail the intention of the authorities to improve social welfare programmes in order to mitigate the negative effects generated by the higher energy prices on Romanian households that cannot cope with them’, they further noted. The approach to the liberalisation of energy price in Romania is consistent with the successful policies pursued by other countries such as Brazil, a fact that was recognised in the recent IMF paper ‘Energy Subsidy Reform: Lessons and Implications’.
Roughly, the Government should step up effort to improve the performance of state-controlled energy producers and act in a more sustained manner to increase transparency and appoint professionals to boards of directors and managerial positions, avoiding appointments political criteria. The expansion of the private sector role in such companies could equally bring a notable contribution to fulfilling their potential. ‘We encourage the Government to continue effort to restructure the promising energy sector in Romania, resisting the temptation to return to money-wasting subsidies or state protection for inefficient producers. The reform of the energy sector, including price liberalisation combined with adequate protection for vulnerable consumers will enable the capitalisation on such resources for improving the living standard of all Romanian citizens’, IMF officials conclude.

2.2 Romania’s government changes the renewable incentives system

The government has passed on Tuesday (4.06) the emergency ordinance (OUG) that changes the green certificates support scheme for renewable energy, with PM Ponta saying this decision is part of a last ditch effort to save the local industrial sector. Authorities will enforce starting July 1 a mechanism that delays the issuance of some green certificates in small-hydro, solar and wind through to 2017. Under the bill, the issuance of green certificates will be rescheduled for wind (one certificate), small-hydro (one certificate) and solar (two certificates). The recovery of the delayed green certificates will be made starting March 31 2017 for solar and small-hydro plants. Wind projects will recover their certificate from January 1 2018. The energy regulator ANRE will monitor on a quarterly basis the renewable producers to spot overcompensation – higher Internal Return Rate of a project. In addition, ANRE will also regulate through annual quotas the quantity of renewable output that is fed into the grid. PM Ponta commented before the government meeting that the US has been able to lower the electricity price by 4 percent in the last seven years, while Europe registered a 38 percent hike in prices. In the same period, the gas price for US industrial consumers fell by 66 percent, while gaining 35 percent in Europe.

“You mustn’t be an energy specialist to realize that while some cut prices by 60 percent and others hike them by 35 percent, probably in Romania and in Europe, if we don’t act, all the factories will be closed,” said the PM, quoted by Agerpres newswire.   He warned that large industrial players in Romania would run the risk of higher losses, if the renewable incentives wouldn’t be rescheduled. The growing electricity price was on the agenda during the meetings that Laksmi Mittal, the president and CEO of Arcelor Mittal, which operates a steel mill in Galati, had with PM Ponta and President Basescu.
The bill limits the permitting of electricity generators looking to receive green certificates up to the total annual level of installed capacities in renewable installations, which is established in the National Action for Renewable Energy (PNAER). According to grid operator Transelectrica, Romania reached 2.1 GW of wind incentivized wind capacities by April. It had close to 450MW in hydro and 177MW in solar. Biomass,  which is not impacted by this bill, hovers around 40MW.

2.3 Nabucco Project development in Romania moving ahead at rapid pace
The law concerning measures necessary to develop the Nabucco Natural Gas Pipeline has been promulgated by the President of Romania, Traian Basescu, qualifying the Nabucco Project as being of national interest and public utility in Romania, according to a press release. The law addresses and clarifies measures needed in diverse fields relevant to the implementation of the NABUCCO project: environmental, regulatory, land ownership and access, as well as other technical issues. The so-called ‘Nabucco Special Law’ further consolidates the regulatory framework surrounding the Nabucco Project. The law was adopted by the Romanian parliament on 21 May this year. Reinhard Mitschek, CEO, NABUCCO Gas Pipeline International GmbH said: “Romania is also well on the way to becoming the third country to complete Environmental permitting for the project, after Hungary and Bulgaria. We continue to work to ensure that when Caspian gas is ready to be transported to Europe, Nabucco is ready to receive it”.

2.4 EUR 380 M Verbund investment in Casimcea wind farm
Austrian company Verbund has invested EUR 380 M in the wind farm at Casimcea, CEO Wolfgang Anzengruber informed yesterday in a press conference. After a development phase of over four years and a construction period of approximately one year, Austria’s electricity market leader Verbund put into service one of the largest onshore wind farms in Europe, near the Black Sea Coast.
Approximately half of the 225 MW wind farm is connected to the grid, with further turbines still to be hooked up until 2014. According to company officials, the next development phase is planned for the beginning of 2014. ‘Wind energy is the ideal completion of hydro-electricity, on which our production is focussed, and Romania offers good general conditions for our investment’, Wolfgang Anzengruber said.
The CEO of the Austrian company noted that 88 wind turbines could produce a total of 540 GWh of electricity per year, supplying clean energy to some 350,000 Romanian households.
‘With the over 200 MW we have reached our set goal. Anyway, wind energy in this region still has potential to grow – Dobrogea is one of the regions with the highest wind power in Europe, the aim being to use the best places in Europe for every particular technology’, Wolfgang Anzengruber added.

3.  FINANCIAL AND  BANKING NEWS
3.1 BNR: Foreign exchange reserves, at EUR 32,691 M in May
On May 31, 2013 National Bank of Romania’s foreign exchange reserves stood at EUR 32,691 million, compared to EUR 32,411 million on April 30, 2013, according to a press release. During the month, the following flows have taken place: EUR 1,617 million inflows, representing changes in the foreign exchange reserve requirements of the credit institutions, inflows into the European Commission’s account, inflows into the Ministry of Public Finances’ accounts a.s.o.; EUR 1,337 million outflows, representing changes in the foreign exchange reserve requirements of the credit institutions, interest and principal payments on foreign currency public debt (including the equivalent of approximately EUR 846 million paid by the National Bank of Romania and 172 million paid by the Ministry of Public Finances, representing payments of the sixth and seventh principal installment and interest on Romania’s loan from the International Monetary Fund) a.s.o..
The gold stock has held steady at 103.7 tonnes. However, following the change in the international price of gold, its value amounted to EUR 3,621 million. The international reserves of Romania (foreign currencies and gold) on May 31, 2013 stood at EUR 36,312 million, compared to EUR 36,166 million on April 30, 2013. During the month of June 2013, the payments due on public and publicly guaranteed foreign currency denominated debt amount to approximately EUR 555 million.

4. PROPERTY
4.1 NEPI invests EUR 15 M in public and business centre in Victoriei Square
South-African New Europe Property Investments (NEPI) fund will invest approximately EUR 15 M in buying and restoring the listed Oromolu property situated in Victoriei Square in Bucharest. The ensemble made up of the actual villa and a subsequently-added wing will be transformed into a signature public and business centre for Bucharest. According to Mediafax, NEPI took over the historic property built in 1922 against a debt company Avrig 35 owed it. ‘We didn’t want the property because it is not our usual type of development. However, since we ended up with it, we though we could make something useful here. (…) We intend to start building as soon as we have received all necessary permits. A project like this takes about a year to complete,’ NEPI CEO Martin Slabbert said on Tuesday. The restoration of the historic building and the new construction will take

4.2 CBRE selected to convert Bucharest Starlight Suites aparthotel into an office building

Austrian group Soravia, the owner of the Metropolis Center in Bucharest, has selected the Romanian subsidiary of real estate service provider CBRE as project and cost manager for the reconversion of its Starlight Suites aparthotel into offices. “The conversion process involves the replacement and reconfiguration of the air conditioning and ventilation systems and the electrical and plumbing installations. The building will also feature new security and fire prevention systems,” said Razvan Iorgu, general manager of CBRE Romania. The reconversion process will be completed this November and will result into a 4,500 sqm leasable area available on six floors plus mezzanine.

Starlight Suites Hotel is located on the grounds of the Metropolis Center complex in Bucharest which was opened 2009. The project, which consists of office and commercial spaces, is the headquarters of companies such as Reckitt Benckiser, Citroen and EBRD. It has a total leasable area of 27,800 sqm and was opened on the site of a former Bucharest printing house at 89-97, Grigore Alexandrescu Street.

5. COMPANIES NEWS
5.1 IAR Ghimbav, Avioane Craiova and Romaero to be sold
The Ministry of Economy has decided to start privatisation procedures for  IAR Ghimbav, Avioane Craiova and Romaero, and, from a procedural point of view, it needs the contribution of other institutions, Economy Minister Varujan Vosganian said on Wednesday, according to economica.net. ‘These are enterprises that are directly involved in the defence capacity of Romania. All I can do now is evaluate the opportunity and the market in this field. The procedure requires the participation of other ministries, since we are talking about defence capacity. However, at a ministry level, we are proceeding to the consultancy and expertise activity for the privatisation of the three units’, Vosganian said. The minister of economy pointed out that all companies were valuable and with an outstanding expertise in the field, but Avioane Craiova was in a critical situation, Romearo was in debt and IAR Ghimbav was facing a dramatic production decrease. Two weeks ago, Varujan Vosganian said Russia had proposed to Romania a collaboration for the production of a new model of Tupolev civil aircraft at Romaero Baneasa.

5.2 CFR Marfa privatization continues with two bidders
 CFR Marfa’s privatization will continue solely with Grup Feroviar Roman and the association formed by Transferoviar Grup and Donau Finanz, a Transportation Ministry communiqué shows. “The potential buyers had the obligation to file the envelopes containing preliminary and non-binding offers, as well as their comments on the contractual framework, by Wednesday June 5 at 4 PM. Following the analysis of the documents (…) it was noted that Grup Feroviar Roman and the association formed by Transferoviar Grup and Donau Finanz filed preliminary and non-binding offers and their comments on the contract on purchasing shares, in line with the announcement and with the presentation file, while the envelope filed by OmniTRAX did not contain the preliminary and non-binding offer, nor comments on the contract,” the ministry’s communiqué shows. The Transportation Ministry’s Privatization Commission will organize sessions of clarifications with the two bidders that filed complete documentation. In order to take part in the last stage, namely the tender based on the envelope system, the bidders have to file their participation documents by June 19 at 12 PM at the latest. CFR Marfa’s privatization entails the sale of 51 per cent of company shares. The tender for the company’s privatization starts off from EUR 180 M. CFR Marfa’s privatization represents a precondition demanded by the experts of the International Monetary Fund in order for the last evaluation of the agreement reached in 2011 to make it to the international institution’s leadership board.

5.3 Romanian companies at Oslo shipping and maritime industries exhibition
Ten companies are displaying their products at Romania’s stand of the 26th International Shipping and Maritime Industries Fair NOR – SHIPPING`2013, in Oslo, Norway, June 4-7, according to an economy ministry press release. Manuel Donescu, economy state secretary and coordinator of the department for Foreign Trade and Institutional Relations, while on an official visit to Oslo, attended the opening ceremony of the fair. The exhibiting companies in Romania’s national pavilion, organized by the Ministry of Economy and the specialized employers’ association– ANCONAV, on a surface area of 136 sq. meters are: P.A. LIBRA, MENAROM, MICROPLASMA, HELLENIC SHIP`S REPAIRS, VAN DER VALDEN ROM, NEDCOM, UMEB, ICEPRONAV ENGINEERING, D.M.T.D. and DAEWOO – MANGALIA HAVY INDUSTRIES. SANTIERUL NAVAL CONSTANTA, too, displayed its items in a nearby exhibiting area. The products presented by the Romanian companies attracted interest from Norwegian and other foreign visitors for cooperation in ship design and building, as well as specific subassemblies, naval mechanisms, electric engines and generators, repairs, maintenance, consultancy etc. Even since the early hours of the event, the prospects arose for the signing of agreements with Norwegian partners over deliveries of partially or fully equipped ships, spare parts and performance services. 

5.4 Cugir Weapon factory – agreement with NATO member state
The Weapons Factory of Cugir has recently concluded an agreement for the delivery or light armament to a NATO member state, that will double its activity this year, Economy Minister Varujan Vosganian said yesterday, according to Mediafax. ‘It is light armament that is generally not meant to caress. Light armament means shotguns, pistols and automatic firearms’, the minister told a press conference. He did not disclose any further information on the new contract, but did note that the armament producer had posted RON 11 M turnover for 2012. The Cugir armament factory made the first assault firearm of fully Romanian conception at NATO standard last spring. The gun is now being tested by Romanian soldiers in theatres of operations.

5.5 Halewood Cellars, 25 awards in most prestigious international contests
The Halewood Cellars – Official Supplier for the Royal House of Romania – the biggest bottled wine exporter in Romania and one of the most important wine producers in this country, has obtained a total of 25 awards in the most prestigious international competitions this month, according to a press release. Byzantium Rosso di Valachia 2011 won the silver medal at Mondial de Bruxelles, where it competed with over 8,200 wines. Also known as the world champion of wine tasting, Mondial de Bruxelles had 300 judges from 40 countries. The same wine received the distinction Commended in Decanter World Wine Awards and International Wine Challenge. Prahova Valley Special Reserve – Tamaioasa Romaneasca 2012 got the gold in the International Wine Contest in Bucharest, this week, and the silver medals went to Rhea Viognier 2011, Theia Chardonnay 2011, Private Reserve Feteasca Neagra and Prahova Valley Reserve Merlot 2011.
